Discussion:  Using another text with very predictable rhymes, such as “One, Two, Buckle My Shoe,” rhyming will be introduced, described, and discussed.
Drama/Pantomime:  As each nursery rhyme is introduced, small groups will have the opportunity to act the story out as the rest of the class recites or sings the rhyme.
Drawing:  Individual students will have the opportunity to illustrate a Nursery Rhyme, being sure to depict the rhyme (Jill-hill, horn-corn, etc.)
Activities:  	
*Teach the songs that go with each rhyme.  
*When they know the rhymes well, teach the “Threw it out the window” silly song 
*When they know the rhymes well, read The Missing Tarts and discuss.
*Create nonsense words that rhyme with each child’s name 
Other:  Create a bulletin board that looks like a newspaper (another whole lesson) with the headline:  “Nursery Rhymes Rhyme!”
